Leos – Lion Don Dove reported that he still needs names and contact info on Leo advisors and the President of each Club. A Conference room was  set up but none of the 7 or 8 Leos who reserved showed up to partake of this information. We need more effort on the Club level. Ray Wheeler Fund – Lion Dave Gehring said donation letters will be sent out in early Nov. requesting 50 cents per member. They were available for the Clubs to take to save the 44 cents postage. He referred to a request to the 20N Ray Wheeler Humanitarian Fund by the Buffalo Kensington Lions Club to purchase special lenses for a resident. However Lion Treasurer Jim has not received all the votes as of this date. Please respond to the Treasurer asap when you receive a request so that the funds can be sent out to the Club requesting.

Sunshine – Lion Sheila Jones reported that get well card was sent to one Lion. 
Convention Band – Lion George Bridgeman is encouraging the sale of tickets and get the money into him . Take more if you can. Contact Lion George at 778-7483. This is the only funding the band will receive this year.
Vision Beyond Sight – PDG Lion Jeff Stribing is again chairman of the Vision Beyond Sight and announced that we need 2 board members to fill vacancies. Also needs participation to assist with filing and other work at the Ross Eye Institute and the See program. Need more manpower to assist those Lions who are doing it every week. Christmas For the Needy –will be held on Dec.10th at Father Baker School, Wyndham Lawn Home and Randolph. All Clubs will be receiving letters.

See Program – grant money running out. Letters sent out to every Club in the multiple needing a donation of $250 from each Club. We need to cover administrative costs. Let’s continue this very worthwhile program. Only 2 Clubs in the District have responded. Since 2008,  27,109 students have been screened in 1250 sessions. 2,629 have been referred for further testing.
Constitution and By Laws – PDG Lion Don Newman sent a proposal to the Governor to be voted on by the voting Cabinet. PDG Tom Reinagel presented the proposal to Article VII adding Section 2 as follows: Any and all additions or changes to Lions Clubs International/and or Multiple District 20’s Constitution and By laws are to be automatically written into and incorporated to the District 20N Constitution and By Laws. ZC Lion Phil Silliman moved that we accept this change. It was seconded by RC Rick Jachmiak. Motion carried with no opposed. It will now be sent to all Lions Club by way of the January DGNFL and will be submitted to the Multiple to be placed on our ballot at the Multiple Convention.
Camp Badger -   Please make your donations in memory of PDG Roger Haase. Lion Phil Silliman had PDG Tim Jachlewski model the very flexible new official state shirt which will be used for parades, etc. Cost is about $30 and should be ordered on line through Camp Badger.

The Camp will have a week for burn treatment kids so that they can camp without the public making them feel uncomfortable. Also, the Camp was again used for a week for camping for service people returning  from overseas so that they can take the time to reunite with their families before entering into their regular daily routines. Lion Phil will be taking 2  hunters from the Military to the Camp this Fall so that they can have a safe place to hunt.
