                3RD. CABINET MEETING (SUB DISTRICT CONVENTION)  11/7/09
                            AT OLMSTED CENTER FOR THE VISUALLY IMPAIRED
CALL TO ORDER;   The Cabinet Meeting of District 20-N was held @ the Olmsted Center for the Visually Impaired.  Registration took place @ 9:00AM to 10:30 AM, with coffee, tea. And pastries being served.  Tours of the Center were conducted from 10AM till 10:30 AM., for those Lions that had never toured the Center.  The meeting was called to order by District Governor David Gehring  @ 10:30 AM .  VDG Gary Carini led us in the Pledge of Allegiance. R1 Chair Clancy Burkwit lead us in singing of O’Canada, & God Bless America.  The Invocation was given by Lion Rick Jachimiak. 

            A Veterans’ Appreciation was given beautifully by RC Gene Moran, including a moment of silence for the Fort Hood Military that were killed or injured.

            In attendance, were ID Ron Johnson & his wife Lion June.

MINUTES:  The minutes of the Cabinet meeting of 9/19/09.  A motion to accept the minutes was made by ZC Dan Dunn, & seconded by Lion Don Dove, & were approved & passed.
TREASURERS REPORT;  Was made by CT Roger Lis.(see attached).  A Motion to accept the report was made by RC Joe Biondo, & seconded by ZC Tom Witkowski,  The report was approved & passed.

DISTRICT GOVERNORS REPORT;  DG Dave began by introducing the head table; beginning W/ ID Ron Johnson, VDG Gary  Carini, Cab. Treasurer Roger Lis  and Cab. Sec. Robert “Smitty” Smyczynski.  He continued to welcome all in attendance especially thanking ID Ron Johnson, our key speaker for today.  He also thanked the Clubs that he has visited, for the warm reception he’s received.  DG Dave presented new R2 Z2Chair, Lion Don Dove with his name tag.  He also presented the 100%  secretary’s award to Lion Rita Kramer; the award was accepted by Lion Jim Kramer.                                                                     
DG Dave made reference to some Slingers that were available for the Radio Reading Chinese Auction that was taking place on Sunday Nov. 8 at the Hearthstone Manor in Depew.
The Gov. said that  he & CS Smitty met with Lion Tony Zappia @ the truck Terminal, where we collect eyeglasses, in preparation  to ship 100,000, sets of glasses, that were collected by the Lions Clubs in Dist. 20-N  for 3rd world countries.

DG Dave said that all future donations should be boxed & ready for shipment, rather than in plastic bags & other containers that cannot be shipped.  He also said to please keep separate the hearing aids from the glasses.  Hearing aids should be given to someone in the office.  The Buflo News,and two TVcrews were there, pictures were taken for publicity & was interviewed by Ch 2 and Ch 4 News.

DG Dave announced that IP Wirfs, has declared the last 2wks of January 2010, are Lions in Sight weeks, and that all Clubs should organize a PR project during that time.  DG Dave also said that there is  $2000. in his budget  & with the possibility of a grant that would help Clubs in our District with the PR project.
Regarding  the Gingko Award progress increase of 2 new members per Club, District 20-N is now +2, to the satisfaction of DG Dave.
The Gov. announced that the City of Syracuse,was approved to host the 2012 State Convention.

DG Dave mentioned that Camp Badger is doing better financially but are not out of the woods and still need a lot of help.

Regarding our official uniforms, DG Dave said that Brown Belt & Brown Shoes are to be worn with our beige colored pants, white shirt & Navy blue blazers.
The Gov also stated that the Lion SEE program, even after receiving financial grant, will possibly run out of funds in 2010,  The long range planning committee will try to ask the SEE program whether they would like to become a State Project.

The Gov. continued stating that PDG Roger Haase needs help running the Buffalo Convention. He Needs Lions to run some of the programs.  Also there will be a club store this year at convention and will be run by Camp Badger.

DG Dave said that trustee nominations for the NYS/Bermuda Foundation must be endorsed by At least 5 Clubs. 
Since Region Chair Clancy Burkwit is now the 1st VDG, DG Dave is substituting Lion David Clifford in charge of Nominations
He also said representing Dist. 20-N for Voting & Elections, are PDG Mike Curran & PCC Jeff Stribing.  DG Dave announced that the next Convention Meeting will take place on Dec. 2nd @ 7;00 PM at Kenilworth United church, 45 Dalton, Tonawanda, NY.
The Convention State  Flag Ceremony Chair is Lion Phil Sillman.
